Adding Oil

1. With the saddle fully lowered and the pump
piston fully retracted, set the jack in its upright
and level position.

2. Fill until the oil level is just up to the ail filling
hole. Reinstall the cil filler plug.

Changing Qil

For the best performance and longest life, replace
the complete cil at least once a year.

1. With the saddle fully lowered and the pump
piston fully retracted. Remove the oil filler
plug.

2. Lay the jack on its side and drain the fluid into
a suitable container.

Note: Dispose of hydraulic fluid in accordance
with local regulations.

3. Fill with good grade jack oil. Reinstall the oil
filler plug. It is strongly recommended to use
Mokil DTE 13, OK Delta 10, or equivalent.

Lubrication

1. A light coating of lubricant to pivot points,
axles and hinges will help to prevent rust and
assure wheels, castors and pump assemblies
to move smoaothly.

2, Periodically check the pump piston and the
ram for signs of rust or corrosion. Clean as
needed and wipe with oil cloth.

NEVER apply any sandpaper or abrasive
material to the jack.

3. When not in use, store the jack with the pump
piston and the ram fully retracted.
